Dear Parents, 
 You may or not be aware that The Friendship School will be seeking NEASC (New England Association of Schools and 
Colleges) accreditation this year.  We have been involved in a rigorous self-study, led by Mrs. Wagner, a former kindergarten teacher 
here who teaches reading in the Boost Program and also guides us through the accreditation process. Since school began this year 
we’ve met in teams each Wednesday afternoon to study the components for accreditation and to think about our strengths and needs in 
order to prepare a document for the team of evaluators to review before their site visit in March.  The accreditation process requires us 
to evaluate ourselves in the following ten areas, called components:  

A. Interactions Among Teachers and Children  
B. Curriculum 
C. Relationships Among Teachers and Families 
D. Staff Qualifications and Professional Development 
E. Administration 
F. Staffing 
G. Physical Environment 
H. Health and Safety 
I. Nutrition and Food Service 

Each of these component areas includes a list of indicators that team members have studied and reflected upon.  To date our study 
teams have written draft reports which are being finalized and put into one document which will be sent to the review team.   

In March the review team, made up of educators from New England, will visit The Friendship School to see that all the 
wonderful things we’ve written about the school are true!  I will keep you posted about their visit so that some of you can meet with 
them, too, because they will want to hear from you about your child’s experience here with us.  In the meantime, should you be 
interested in taking a look at the components, there will be a copy in the Parent Resource Room for your review.
